Description:

This course is a sophomore level class that teaches principles of biology.  Areas covered include: inquiry, cell structure and processes, heredity and genetics, evolution and natural selection, ecology and the impact of humans on the environment.

Supplies required:




You are expected to bring your planner and use it to organize your assignments. 
1. 2” (inch) 3 ring binder
2.

3. Loose leaf paper (enough for school year)
4. Color pencils/ marker

Classroom rules of behavior:

1. Be on time.

2. Bring your materials to class each day.

3. Demonstrate respect for one another and yourself.

4. No horseplay in class.

5. NO FOOD OR DRINK in the classroom.

6. Respect others when they are talking by not talking, getting up to sharpen your pencil or throw items away.

7. Electronic devices (cell phones, IPods, pagers, etc.) can be used during class time for educational purposes but it is your responsibility to keep up with such devices. 
8. NO Profanity - you will be required to call home and explain to your parent/guardian regarding your inappropriate choice of words.   
Consequences:
If these rules are not followed, a set of disciplinary actions has been set in place.  Once warnings have been given in class, my next action is:

1. Removal from assigned seat and/or class for a period of time.*

2. Call home to parents and/or detention after school.

3. Lunch detention 

4. Referral to the principal.*

*If a student is removed from class, the teacher has the right to decide if the student will be allowed to make up any missed work.
Participation Points:

Each semester, every student is given 100 points for participation. If that student comes prepared to class, on time, on a daily basis, and does not get reprimanded, then he/she will keep all 100 points.  In other words, each student will have the equivalent to an A+ on a test to add to the rest of the earned points in class. However, the following may result in points deducted from the participation grade:


Coming to class unprepared: 

3 pts. deducted each time


Being tardy to class:


3 pts. deducted each time


Getting sent out of class for behavior
3 pts. deducted each time

Misuse of electronic device

3 pts. deducted each time
Assignments and Missed Work:

1. Turn in all assignments on the due date. If an assignment is turned in after the due date, points may be deducted (a maximum of 20%).  
2. You are responsible for making up any missing work.  It is your responsibility to find out what you’ve missed.  If you are absent, missing work will be placed in your folder or you can check my website – whitezbio.weebly.com or see me before or after school.  The only time you’re able to make up a test or lab assignments is after school.
3. If your absence is excused, you will be allowed to make up the missing assignment(s) for full credit – but the assignment will have to be turned in within the allotted time frame.  
4. If you received out of school suspension (from my class) you will be allowed to make up the missed assignment for partial credit, but you will receive no higher than a “C.
Attendance, Promptness, and Tardies:

1. Attendance is required; class time is very valuable.  Be seated in your assigned seat and prepared for class before the tardy bell rings.
2. On the 1st tardy there will be a warning, on the 2nd tardy there will be a phone call home, on the 3rd tardy, you will be given a 60 minute detention to be served on days that there is after school tutoring.  On the 4th tardy, a referral will be written along with the subsequent tardies.  

3. Go to your locker and use the restroom before class. I will write only two passes per class or for an emergency.  At the end of class remain in your seat until I dismiss.
Computers:
You are expected to follow the school-wide computer acceptable use policy.  Failure to follow these guidelines will result in disciplinary action depending on the severity of the infraction (i.e. loss of computer privileges, detention, and referral to the principal).

Academic Honesty:

You are required to complete your own work.  Plagiarism is not allowed!  Keep your eyes on your own paper during assignments, tests, etc. 
Grading:

Your grade will be based on percentages points from homework, labs, quizzes, and exams.
